e In Aruba, the forced return of asylum-seekers continued , including one case of refoulement of a refugee recognized by UNHCR.

e In Aruba and Curagao, deportations continued via Panama, Colombia and the Dominican Republic, according to R4V partners
on theislands. The authorities continued to appear at workplaces and detained Venezuelans in July and August. There is interest
in reopening the border with Venezuela. Meanwhile, in Curagao, detention facilities remained empty.

e Inthe Dominican Republic, 19,963 Venezuelans had obtained their visas by 2 August according to R4V partners, and 244 more
secured student and work visas in August. The registration phase will be re-opened for two months, and to mark one year since
the start of the (Plan de Normalizacién) normalization plan, a celebratory concert has been organized.

e In Guyana, the government-led Multi-Agency Coordinating Committee to Address the Influx of Migrants from Venezuela into
Guyana requested a high-level meeting with R4V Platform officials to discuss funding and areas of collaboration.

e According to a news report, the rising cost of food, limited livelihood opportunities and lack of access to education for their
children in Trinidad and Tobago have led to some Venezuelans considering leaving the country to return to their country of
origin. The R4V Education Sector developed advocacy messages for the inclusion of migrant children in national schools.

Partners in Aruba conducted social
cohesion activities with refugee and
migrant children, including sports,
beach clean-ups, art and theatre. In
Trinidad and Tobago, R4V partners
carried out a seminar introducing the,
community center to representatives of
NGOs and CSOs, covering the benefits of
being a part of the network and ways it
could assist NGOs and CSOs in
supporting vulnerable groups.
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S233. F00D SECURITY
In Guyana, R4V partners provided
emergency food assistance to refugees
and migrants from Venezuelan in the
form of food hampers, while
Venezuelans living in the hinterlands
received paper vouchers redeemable at
a supermarket. Assistance was
prioritized for refugees and migrants
who were unemployed and did not have
any savings or the means to provide
meals for their families. In the
Dominican Republic, cash transfers for
emergency food needs were allocated
to the most vulnerable Venezuelans. In
Trinidad and Tobago, food assistance
was provided through electronic
supermarket vouchers.

m SHELTER

Direct accommodation assistance was
provided to refugees and migrants with
specific need from Venezuela in Region
4 in Guyana. Partners also provided
shelter assistance to survivors of
gender-based violence (GBV). R4V
partners in Curagao assisted with
temporary accommodation in the form
of rent subsidies to the Venezuelan
population and members of host
community at risk of evictions. In the
Dominican Republic, partners continued
accompanying Venezuelan associations
through rental support.

H EDUCATION

Partners in Aruba and Curagao
supported enrolment and integration in
formal education for refugee and
migrant children at the primary and
secondary school levels, through
guidance on registration, covering
associated costs, and helping
adolescents unable to participate in
local programmes to register in
alternative online programmes. In
Curagao R4V partners provided
vouchers for textbooks and uniforms,
and one also conducted a workshop for
parents and guardians on the education
system and children's right to education,
and education and psychosocial support
services. R4V partners in the Dominican
Republic provided cash support to cover
school registration fees and the
legalization of documents required to
enroll in schools. In Trinidad and
Tobago, vacation camp activities
continued through the Equal Place
alternative education program in five
locations, and tablets were distributed
to support online schooling.

®
PROTECTION

In Aruba, targeted legal assistance was
provided against rejected asylum claims,
detention, and deportation, in addition
to ongoing legal and protection
counselling through the partner’s
helpline. An R4V partner continued to
provide monthly orientation sessions on
the legal context and available
protection services. An R4V partner in
Guyana carried out awareness raising
on rights and services for survivors of
GBV in Regions 1 and 7, in addition to
providing ongoing two-way
communication and counselling via their
hotline. Another partner conducted
informational meetings on community-
based services in Region 7. Victims of
child sexual abuse were provided with
court support services and trauma-
focused therapy, and the children were
placed in foster care. In Trinidad and
Tobago, partners focused on strategic
litigation, legal assistance and advocacy
pertaining to detention, deportation and
asylum access to territory.

g HEALTH

Aruban R4V partners provided medical
consultations, laboratory services,
medicines services and sexual and
reproductive health services (SRH). In
Curagao, Venezuelans and members of
host communities benefitted from
primary health care consultations,
health screenings, and dental care.
Refugees and migrants from Venezuela
with specific needs also received
hygiene kits, glucose and hypertension
checks, as well as palliative care to a
terminal patient upon request of
Curagao’s general hospital. Three
workshops were held in Guyana on
prevention and response to GBV, sexual
and reproductive health (SRH) needs
and menstrual hygiene. In the
Dominican Republic, a partner covered
medical expenses for primary and non-
emergency health care services in the
context of COVID-19, and also provided
essential psychosocial support and
health care to survivors of GBV from the
refugee and migrant population.
